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MAURITIUS

As part of our outreach beyond Lyon, each year we target a French-speaking country in addition to Guadelou
the Caribbean. This year was Mauritius in the Indian Ocean, 6000 miles from Lyon (further away than
Angeles). The common language is Creole, but the most prominent language is French, although some Eng
spoken. The people are 50% Hindu, 16% Muslim, and most of the other 32% profess faith in Christ Jesus.

Tony & Caroline LEUTERITZ invited us to Mauritius to help with the work, to teach and to present our marriag
seminar. Tony and Caroline were converted in Lille, France, and we have known him for over 20 years. Tor
Caroline started a mission in Mauritius in 2000, and Tony works part-time as a doctor. They are doing a tremer
work. We thoroughly enjoyed our stay with them & their 4 children ages 18 months to 9 years old.
